Students must take a pre-
determined sequence of CTE
courses, earn an A or B,
apply to be a GBC student,
and fill out the Tech Prep
Application to receive credit.

The Tech Prep courses
available for credit are de-
pendant on the high school
that the student is attending.

Tech Prep credits can save
students time and money.
Tech Prep credits are FREE,
so if a student completes one
Tech Prep class in high
school, it will save the stu-
dent almost $200 in tuition.
