A��gift�rin�rkind��is��tangible��personal��property,��such��as��machinery,��books,��computers,��etc.��Services��and��volunteer��time��do��
not��qualify��as��gift�rin�rkind��donations��under��this��policy.��Great��Basin��College��Foundation��coordinates��all��donations��to��Great��
Basin��College,��including��in�rkind��donations.����

Charitable��contributions��require��various��types��of��documentation��to��meet��institutional��and��IRS��requirements.��In�rkind��
donations��involve��more��extensive��documentation��than��contributions��of��cash.��The��Foundation��will��work��with��you��to��
ensure��that��donations��to��your��department��meet��the��documentation��requirements��and��are��properly��valued��and��
acknowledged.��

When��a��prospective��donor��calls��with��an��offer��of��an��in�rkind��gift,��the��first��step��is��a��brief��assessment��of��the��interest��and��
ability��of��the��department��to��accept��the��item.��The��attached��In�rKind��Donation��Evaluation��Worksheet��should��be��completed��
and��forwarded��to��the��Foundation.��Even��if��you��determine��that��you��are��not��interested��in��accepting��the��offer,��the��
Foundation��will��be��happy��to��handle��that��correspondence.��
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
